Day 01: NJP Railway Station / IXB Airport – Phuentsholling  
(Distance 170 Kms / Driving Time 5 Hrs. / Altitude Of Phuentsholling 293 Mts.) Meet & Greet On Arrival At IXB Airport / 
NJP Railway Station, And Transfer To Phuentsholling - The Gateway Of Bhutan By Road From India. It Is A Thriving 
Commercial Center On The Northern Edge Of The Indian Plains. On Arrival Check In At The Hotel. Overnight Stay At 
Phuentsholling 

Day 02: Phuentsholling – Thimphu  
After Breakfast Complete The Immigration Formalities And Transfer To Thimphu (7,710 Ft.) The Capital City Of Bhutan. 
On Arrival Check In At The Hotel. In The Evening, Visit The Tashichho Dzong (Fortress Of The Glorious Religion). 
Overnight Stay At Thimphu 

Day 03: Thimphu Sightseeing to Punakha  
After Breakfast Visit Kuensel Phodrang (Buddha Statue) A Place For Refreshing With A Huge Statue Of Buddha On The 
Top Of The Kuensel Phodrang, National Memorial Chorten (Monument) & Folk Heritage Museum. Afternoon Visit 
Sangaygang View Point, Changangkha Monastery, Taking Preserve Centre, The Talking National Animal Of Bhutan Can Be 
Seen Here Tashichho Dzong (Fortress Of The Glorious Religion). After Sightseeing Driver To Punakha / Wangdue, On The 
Way Stop At Dochu-La-Pass (3150 Mts.). To View The Higher Himalayas. Arrival At Punakha Check In At Hotel. Over Night 
Stay At Punakha. 
Day 04: Punakha/Wangdue Sightseeing to Paro  
After Breakfast Drive Visit Punakha Dzong - Built In 1637 By Zhabdrung Ngawang Namgyal. For Many Years Until The 
Time Of The Second King, It Served As The Seat Of The Government. The Dzong Was Named Druk Pungthang Dechen 
Phodrang (Palace Of Great Happiness). Punakha Is Still The Winter Residence Of Je-Khenpo And King Jigme Dorji 
Wangchuck Convened The First National Assembly Here In 1952. After That Take A Short Excursion Trip To Visit The 
Chhimi Lhakhang - The Temple, Also Known As “The Temple Of Fertility” Was Built By Lama Drukpa Kuenley, “The 
Devine Mad Man”. After Sightseen Transfer To Paro. On Arrival Check In Your Hotel. Night Halt At Paro. 
Day 05: Hike to Taktsang  
After Breakfast Visit Drukgyel Dzong. Also Visit Famous Taktsang Monastery - Called “Tiger's Nest” (2hrs Hike From The 
Base Camp) & Kitchu Monastery. Overnight Stay Will Be At Paro. 
Day 06: Paro Local Sightseeing – Phuentsholling  
(Distance 176 Kms. / Driving Time 6 Hrs. / Altitude of Phuentsholling 450 Mts.)  
After Breakfast Check Out Of Your Hotel And Visit Paro Local Sightseeing Like, Drukgyel Dzong, Ta Dzong (Ring Pong 
Dzong),Paro Airport View Point And Local Market After All These Sightseeing Travel Back To Phuentsholling. Overnight 
stay Will Be at Phuentsholling 
Day 07: Phuentsholling – NJP Railway Station / IXB Airport  
After Breakfast Check Out Of Your Hotel and Travel Back To IXB Airport / NJP Railway Station For Your Onward Journey.

Restricted Area Permit For Punakha / Wangdue: 
A Restricted Area Permit Is Required To Visit Punakha / Wangdue From The Home Ministry Of 
Bhutan. No Charge Will Be Applicable For This Permit. Please Bring 02 Passport Size Photographs 
And Voter Id Card Or Passport Of Each Person Including Child. This Special Permit Is Given Only 
After A Guest Has Entered Bhutan. Permits Are Not Issued On Saturday, Sunday & Govt. Holidays. 
   
Do's: 
Adults Must Carry Original & Valid Passport Or Original Voter ID card Children Must Carry 
Original & Valid Passport Or Original Birth Certificate & School Photo Id Card.  
Remember To Carry and Other Packings As Per Seasons And Personal Requirements (Including 
Hiking Shoes)
